What is the purpose of this grant program?
· To provide up to 6 months of operating expenses (as defined by the National Endowment for the Arts) to organizations that have suffered revenue losses due to coronavirus (COVID-19) related closings and cancellations. Funding may be used for rent, mortgage, salaries or wages, and utility bills. 
Who may apply to this program?
· Any 501 (c)(3) WV not-for-profit organization with an arts-related mission is eligible to apply.
· Preference will be given to organizations that do not receive operating support through the Arts Partners grant program. Arts Partners are eligible for maximum award of $10,000 through this grant program. 
What are eligible expenses?
· Rent/Mortgage 
· Full-time and part-time staff salaries and wages 

· Utility bills
Does this grant require matching funds?

· No. Matching funds are not required to apply for this grant program. 
How will our application be evaluated?
· A panel of WVCA members and staff will review your application. 

· Applications will be scored based on the attached rubric.
· Funding will be awarded based on application scores and available funds.
